Well . . . yeah. The Event Symposium is designed specifically for balloon event organizers and planners. It's not a safety
seminar but, of course, includes many safety related topics. We will present the A, B, C's of how to plan and execute a
well-organized and safe hot air balloon event. It's presented in a very interactive format with leaders presenting materials
in @ manner to solicit feedback from participants on what works best in their local community. The Symposium is largely
based on the premise that you can always learn something new; someone always has a better way of doing this, that , or
the other thing.

Our presenters are all well-seasoned and experienced organizers. They'll share the good, bad, and the ugly from their
experience.

The Symposium is a prelude to the BFA Convention in Topeka, KS. It's scheduled for April 6-7 and is very affordable. The
cost of attending has been kept to a minimum with early registration just $200. In addition to a fact and fun-filled event
the pricing includes daily continental breakfast, refreshment breaks and a hosted happy hour with hors d’ oeuvres.

If not driving, traveling to Topeka is best through Kansas City (MCI). To
help with transport from the airport to the venue, the BFA has arranged
for a shuttle bus service. Shuttles leave the airport on Tuesday April 5 at
Noon and 4 PM and Thursday April 7 at Noon and 4 PM. Shuttles leave
the hotel on Friday April 8 at 6 AM and 10 AM and Sunday April 10 at 6
AM and 10 AM. Cost is $75 per person round trip. Deadline to sign up
for shuttle is February 28.
